Fernando Herrera and His Sons in LawDuring the Five Day Battle of the Lincoln County War in July 1878, Fernando Herrera
fired his buffalo gun in the Montano Store in Lincoln and mortally wounded Charlie Crawford, who reportedly stood 900 yards
away. While the feat is notable, few people know that Herrera was also the father-in-law of three significant figures of the time:
Charlie Bowdre and ODocO Scurlock, who rode with Billy the Kid; and W.J. OBIllyO Gill, who came to New Mexico with the
California Column and discovered what would be the first gold mine in Lincoln Cd&wty.Cozzens works with the Region IX
Education Cooperative. He holds a history-political science degree from ENMU and is president of the Lincoln County Historice
Society.

The Capture and Death of Billy the Kid.Few events have continued to intrigue and puzzle historically minded New Mexicans
as have the events surrounding William Bonney in the aftermath of the Lincoln County War. This presentation examines facts a

Stabilizing the Mexican Canyon Trestle Built in 1899 as part of the Alamogordo & Sacramento Railroad, the Mexican Canyon
trestle was abandoned by 1947, by which time it had become notably rickety. Not maintained after abandonment, it stood as a
landmark for Cloudcroft, NM, and outlasted other large trestles on the Cloud-Climbing railroad by forty years. Concern for its
preservation led to environmental studies and meetings, and finally a major restoration of the structure in 2008r2@id).

Statehood The L. Bradford Prince Collection in the New Mexico State Archives contains hundreds of letters from PrinceOs wife,
Mary, written between 1879 and 1922~Nthe year of PrinceOs death. A state regent in the Daughters of the American Revolution, |
Prince spent much time in the nationOs capital. This interesting correspondence reveals her role in reporting on political events &
figures, as well as lobbying on her husbandOs b&aalfarr was a faculty member and practitioner in social work for many years,
but has also pursued a strong interest in western history.

Just eight weeks after arriving
Fort Fillmore in New Mexico, he led a troop of Company B, First Dragoons, against the Mescalero Apaches, and did not return
alive. A new fort established in the region was named in his honor. Genealogy may provide clues to the motivation for that honc
JoAnne Jager is a retired librarian and archivist, an avocational family genealogist; and a former HSNM board member.

The Internment of the SS Columbus Crew at Fort Stanton, NM, 1941-194%he outbreak of World War Il found a number of
German merchant ships at sea in Atlantic waters. A German liner, the SS Columbus, was turned back by an Allied blockade an
was soon confronted by a British vessel with hostile intentions. The Columbus was scuttled, and over 400 seamen were picked
and sent to the U.S., and in early 1941, to Fort Stanton. The men were first treated as unfortunate victims of the war, but the
December 1941 attack on Pearl Harbor changed everything. This presentation tells the story of the men of the SS Columbus al
their time at Fort Stantodames J. McBride has shared the history of Fort Stanton as a researcher, author, and tour guide since
1996. He lives in Santa Fe.

High and Dry at Fort Stanton: Treating Consumptive Sailors In 1899, an abandoned military fort in Lincoln County, New
Mexico, would become the first federal sanatorium for the treatment of tuberculosis.

Mexico by fiat on September 22, 1846, during the first weeks of the American Occupation. Lauded by some, it created harsh new
regulations and punishment by hangings, lashings, castration, and lengthy confinement. The CodeOs creators, its history, and its
during the 1846-1848 military occupation are briefly examifdéd. Kimball is a Corrales, New Mexico resident with a particular
interest in the American Occupation. He has an M.A. degree in Anthropology and is literate in Spanish and German.

The Rehabilitation of Governor Manuel Armijo. Manuel Armijo was probably the most important governor of New Mexico during
the Mexican Period, but according to many writers, his service was anything but honorable. Numerous historical accounts vilify tr
fallen governor, but in recent years appraisals of his performance have undergone considerable revision. This presentation will

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Lincoln is certainly one of the best preserved towns of the OOId Wesst Placitas del Rio Bonit@referring to several small

plazas, or communities, along the Rio Bonito) were originally settled by Hispanic farmers in the 1850s,Riéitita, now

Lincoln, being the largest. Anglos began moving in early on. The Ellis House (#18, privately owned and now operated as the Ell
Store B & B) contains two rooms dating from before 1861, the oldest surviving structure in Lincoln. The Wortley Hotel (#36,
privately owned but open to the public) was originally built starting in 1874 but was destroyed by fire in 1936; the current Hotel
was built on the original foundations in 1960. John Tunstall, the young Englishman murdered in 1878 at the outset of the Lincoln
County War, built his store in 1877 to compete with L. G. Murphy and Company. The Tunstall store (#28), now part of Lincoln
State Monument, which includes a total of 17 structures in the town, has a fascinating and extensive collection of 19th century
commercial items, once for sale in the store. The San Juan Church (#13), also part of the State Monument, was built in 1885-18
using adobes made on site.

The population of Lincoln peaked in 1900, and after that few new structures were built. As seen today, Lincoln Town is primarily
an authentic 1880s village, with the State Monument and its remaining residents dedicated to keeping it that way. To learn more
start your tour at the Anderson-Freeman Visitors Center (#21) in the heart of Lincoln. Six of the MonumentsO museums will be
open for visitors (admission fees waived for conference attendees with badges, donations suggested), and a walking tour map w
be provided to all conference attendees at Registration.

Fort Stanton was established in 1855 to protect nearby
communities. Initially, two companies of dragoons (mounted
soldiers) occupied the Fort, reorganized in 186las cavalry
units. U. S. Army Colonel Kit Carson was commander of the
Fort from October 1862 to March 1863, taking charge after a
Stables brief occupation by Confederate troops. The 9th Cavalry of
Buffalo Soldiers served at the Fort in the 1875-1881 period.
“Blackjack” Pershing brought a detachment of 10th Cavalry
Buffalo Soldiers to the Fort in 1896, although it officially
closed as a military fort in August 1896.

Fort Stanton then served as the home of a U. S. Merchant
Marine tuberculosis ospital from 1899-1953. It was also used
to house German civilian sailors from 1941-1945 in an
internment camp across the Rio Bonito from the main part of
the Fort. After the close of the Merchant Marine hospital, the
State of New Mexico took ownership, continuing to operate
the hospital for decades.

Fort Stanton State Monument was designated as a State
Monument in 2007. The Monument encompasses more than
200 acres, all within the Fort Stanton - Snowy River National
Conservation Area, which protects more than 25,000 acres of
Bureau of Land Management property and has a number of
Fort Stanton State Monument recreational opportunit;ges. Tl?e gonzervation Area includes
many miles of trails and an equestrian center, and the Fort
Stanton - Snowy River Cave Complex, one of the most
extensive in New Mexico.
